Dear Mr. Chairman and members

Once again, | am pleased to present the 2021 financial statements and despite yet another
disrupted season the Associations balance sheet remains strong. 2021 started out with so
much promise our district saw strong growth in participation which saw us more games to
cover, we retain many of our sponsors from 2019 — 20 and we saw a many new faces join our
ranks and then one cold day in June we had the rug pulled from underneath us.

We are one of only two
Junior Leagues in NSW that are experiencing growth year on year.

This year Lauren Milner, from Berowra, was appointed Chairperson of North Sydney Junior
League, thisis the first time in the history of the Junior League that we have had a female
Chairperson. Congratulations Lauren. David Zimmer, from Willoughby, was appointed Vice
Chairperson of the Junior League. This year also marks the first fime since John Quinn that the
referees have had a representative on the board too.

Junior League business started the year with the resignation of the existing administrator Josh
Hyland. We wish Josh all the best on his new endeavours. Josh remained as the delegate to
the JLA for North Sydney. Consequently, when the year began, we were without an
administrator so the Junior League Board, particularly the new Chairperson Lauren Milner,
and Vice Chairperson David Zimmer took over the administrative duties until a replacement
was found. Jake Tonnito who also worked with the North Sydney Bears SG Ball team was
appointed administrator on 1 February 2021.
